He also 

informed participants that the theme for the forum was óAll 

Singing, all Dancingò budget. So all contributions from 

participants should be such that would be geared towards 

looking inward for internal revenue generation.  

  The Commissioner then enjoined all participants to seat 

up, listen and make effective contrib utions not only to enrich 

the final document but to also ensure that the concern of all 

Stakeholders and Cross Riverians are addressed accordingly. 

He thanked all participants present for coming and charged 

them to feel free to discuss their various MDAs s hort comings 

for it was a stakeholder engagement.  That the organizing 

committee and NGOs are willing to interact and take MDAs 

inputs.  But that such inputs must be supported by NGOs , 

students and the chiefs.
